The first Conclave since the realignment of sections was 
one that wonõt be soon forgotten. Quelqueshoe Lodge 
was well represented with a strong contingent of 
twenty- five members, including thirteen youth and 
twelve adult Arrowmen. 
 
The weekend was packed with action and opportunities 
for learning, fellowship, and fun. The fun 
kicked off Friday night after registration 
with a cracker barrel. Our Arrowmen 
were able to meet people from across the 
new section, which contains lodges from 
Lafayette, Monroe, Baton Rouge, New 
Orleans, and Jackson, MS, in addition to 
our own. In the morning, Arrowmen 
were able to take in the sights of Camp 
Hood, which was a beautiful place thanks 
mostly to the service of the local Se-
booney Okasucca Lodge. They attended 
the Arrowmen Discovery sessions of their 
choosing to learn about different areas of 
the OA and lodge program. These ses-
sions were offered in the areas of building 
lodge training programs, adult role in the 
OA, proper procedure for running a 
meeting, effective lodge communica-
tions, unit elections, and much more. 
The afternoon brought the inter- lodge competitions. 
Lodges were able to test their meddle in ceremonies, 
Native American dance and drum, lodge publications, 
and unit elections to name a few. 
 
Quelqueshoe lodge showed very well, bringing home a 
number of awards for excellence in these areas. The 
lodge took third place in the Pre- Ordeal Ceremony 
competition. Scott Hendricks (Allowat Sakima), Josh 
Evans (Meteu), Taylor OõQuain (Nutiket), and Hunter 
Guidry (Kichkinet) were the Arrow-
men who brought it home for us. 
Scott Hendricks also won first place in 
the Pre- Vigil Ceremony competition 
and third place in the Chiefõs Cup 
competition. The lodge had the third 
place Founders Festival booth with 
some delicious jambalaya and brought home first place 

in the lodge newsletter competition and lodge website 
competition. Ryan Johnston, Randall Unson, Taylor 
OõQuain, Tyler Maples, Jeremi Edwards, Hunter Guidry, 
Adam LeDoux, and Josh Evans put on a great showing 
with the Belt Dance and Animal Dance, taking home 
first place in the team dance competition in the process 
for the second straight year.

great show in the competitions and rep-
resented Quelqueshoe Lodge extremely 
well. 
 
Saturday evening Arrowmen got to en-
joy the best each lodge had to offer at 
the Founders Festival. Lodges brought 
everything from beginets, jambalaya, ice 
cream, frisbees, silk screening with the 
SR- 1A logo, and there was even an inflat-
able bungee run.
